1.0 SOLICITATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Coos County is soliciting proposals from qualified organizations for the provision of mosquito population control services at larval stage on approximately thirty eight (38) acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon.  Mosquito control services under the contract must commence no later than April 6, 2015, or as soon thereafter as the Special Use Permit is issued by the Bandon Marsh National Wildlife Refuge. No mosquito control services may be performed under the contract until the Special Use Permit has been issued.  The contract will terminate October 31, 2015.

Coos County is utilizing a Competitive Range process for this solicitation.  The County will establish a pool of proposers from among those who submit written proposals by the deadline, and will then negotiate with those selected toward the development of best and final proposals.

The selected contractor will be required to execute a contract in the form of the proposed attached Sample Contract (including Exhibits A and B) after award by the Coos County Board of Commissioners. Baxter, Coquille, OR 97423.  Proposals must be submitted in sealed envelopes and must be clearly labeled “Mosquito Control Services Proposal” on the outside of the envelope.  No proposals, regardless of method of delivery, will be accepted if not received by 2 p.m. on February 26, 2015. Proposals will be publicly opened and read immediately after the proposal deadline in the Commissioners’ Courtroom or another room to be determined at the County Courthouse in Coquille, OR.  Because this is a Competitive Range solicitation, the County will disclose the identity of proposers at this time, but will not disclose the contents of proposals until the conclusion of the negotiation process described herein.

Proposers are solely responsible for adequately familiarizing themselves with the sites and their conditions in order to submit responsive and accurate proposals for the work described herein.

PUBLIC RECORDS   
Coos County’s business practice is to schedule requests for inspection of any proposal documents after a proposer has been notified of their selection status. If a proposal contains any information that is considered exempt from disclosure under the various grounds specified in Oregon Public Records Law, ORS §§ 192.410–192.505, the proposer must clearly designate any portion of its proposal as exempt, along with a justification and citation to the authority relied upon. Application of the Oregon Public Records Law will determine whether any information is actually exempt from disclosure. 

2.0 GENERAL INFORMATION


2.1 WORK TO BE DONE
Provided that County is successful in obtaining a special use permit from USFWS and approval by the Oregon Coast National Wildlife Refuge Complex Project Leader, the selected contractor shall perform all work necessary to complete the project in accordance with the specifications herein, including such incidentals as may be necessary to meet applicable agency requirements. All work must be completed in accordance with County requirements and is subject to inspection and acceptance by County. The selected contractor shall provide all necessary equipment, except as specified otherwise herein, and manpower to complete the required work in a safe manner.  The County bears no liability for losses by the Contractor in the event that the permit is not issued or the Oregon Coast National Wildlife Refuge Complex Project Leader does not grant approval. 
Coos County will:

1. Attempt to obtain a special use permit from USFWS and approval by the Oregon Coast National Wildlife Refuge Complex Project Leader.

2. Provide access to any necessary work areas.
3. Initiate control activities when thresholds have been met.
4. Determine time of applications, locations of applications, products and methods to be used, in consultation with the selected contractor.
The selected contractor will:
1. Control mosquito populations at larval stage on approximately thirty eight (38) acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon. These thirty eight (38) acres are not contiguous and are spread out over approximately four-hundred eighteen (418) acres.
2. Control mosquito populations at larval stages on additional acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon, as may be specified by County. At this time, however, mosquito control is anticipated to be limited to the thirty eight (38) acres referenced above.
3. Coordinate applications with County.
4. Apply control methods to target areas as specified by County. Control applications will happen on sites where mosquito larvae abundance meets or exceeds the threshold level of 1 larvae / 10 dips. Application of Bti will be done primarily by hand or hand-held sprayer.
5. Make applications by foot or by amphibious vehicle (such as a tracked Argo), at the discretion of the contractor. If amphibious vehicles are to be used, such use must be approved by and coordinated with USFWS. The selected contractor may provide and operate its own amphibious vehicle(s). Additionally, USFWS has one amphibious vehicle which may be available for use for this project, at the determination of USFWS; if used, said vehicle will be operated by USFWS staff.
6. Acknowledge and respond to application requests by County within twenty-four (24) hours of each request.
7. Provide post-application reports to County within seven (7) calendar days of each application.  Post-application reports shall include date of application, GPS coordinates for each location of application, trade name of product used, method of application, and amount of product applied.
8. Procure and apply all Bti products (liquid or pellet, trade names VectoBac G, VectoBac 12AS, Aquabac XT, AquaBac (200G), and FourStar Bti CRG) as specified by County.
9. Conduct mosquito monitoring activities in cooperation with County and USFWS, if requested by County, on the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein, within 48 hours of such requests. Monitoring activities may include, but are not limited to, dipping for larvae or adult trapping, and speciating, counting, and reporting findings on a daily basis. Monitoring of larvae will use the standard dip technique. Adult mosquitoes will be sampled using standardized trapping techniques. 
10. Conduct such mosquito monitoring activities on additional acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon, as may be specified by County. At this time, however, mosquito monitoring activities are anticipated to be limited to the thirty eight (38) acres referenced above.
11. Comply with Coos County’s Mosquito Management Plan prepared on April 21, 2014 (copy attached).
12. Obtain and maintain all necessary application licenses and permits for the duration of the contract except as specifically provided herein.
13. Minimize disturbance and impacts to wildlife, fish and habitats.

14. Comply with the terms of the Special Use Permit and all other applicable permits, laws, and regulations.
15. Maintain records and submit a final comprehensive report to County by November 25, 2015, which includes products applied (including trade names), dates of applications, locations of applications, methods of application, and amounts of product applied.
2.2 TIME FRAME
The selected contractor is expected to enter into a contract for the work described herein immediately after award of the contract by the Board of Commissioners. After County receives from the contractor all required documents, County will issue Notice to Proceed to the contractor who thereafter shall begin work under the contract. Mosquito control services under the contract must commence no later than April 6, 2015, or as soon thereafter as the Special Use Permit is issued by the Bandon Marsh National Wildlife Refuge. No mosquito control services may be performed under the contract until the Special Use Permit has been issued.  With the exception of the preparation and submission of the final comprehensive report and as otherwise provided herein, mosquito control services will terminate on October 31, 2015, unless earlier extended or terminated.  County reserves the right to request additional mosquito control services after October 31, 2015.  Any such additional services provided by the contractor shall be paid at a cost mutually agreed upon by County and the contractor and separate from the lump sum payment.   
2.3
PAYMENT

County shall pay the contractor for all work performed on the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein, including costs and expenses, a lump sum in an amount to be set forth on the Proposal Form, upon completion of the project.  County shall pay the contractor at a per acre rate in an amount to be set forth on the Proposal Form for mosquito control applications on additional acres beyond the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein. County shall also pay the contractor at an hourly rate in an amount to be set forth on the Proposal Form for mosquito monitoring activities on additional acres beyond the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein. Full payment shall be considered as written acceptance of the work.  County reserves the right to require lien waivers from all subcontractors or other persons supplying labor or materials to the contractor.  
2.4 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
Insurance is required for this contract. Proposals must include evidence of the proposer’s current insurance coverage, which must meet or exceed the coverage limits specified in the Sample Contract. It is not necessary for the proof of insurance submitted with the proposal to include any of the endorsements required in the Sample Contract, but the selected contractor must obtain and provide proof of the coverage specified in the Sample Contract, including such endorsements, before the County will issue Notice to Proceed. Each prospective proposer is encouraged to thoroughly review the insurance requirements and provide the requirements to its insurance carrier prior to submitting a proposal. 
2.5 BONDS AND PROPOSAL SECURITY
No bonds or proposal security are required for this contract.
2.6 GOVERNING LAW
The contract will be construed according to Oregon law and is subject to the provisions of ORS chapters 279A through 279C and any and all Coos County Ordinances, rules, and regulations relating to public contracting.
2.7 CONTRACT PROVISIONS

Included as part of the Request for Proposals Package is a copy of a Sample Contract the selected contractor is expected to sign. Any proposed alternative provisions must be submitted with the Proposal Form and may be considered for inclusion in the contract, subject to approval by the Coos County Office of Legal Counsel and the Board of Commissioners. However, any proposal contingent on alternative provisions will be considered non-responsive.

PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

By submitting a proposal, the selected contractor agrees to be bound by the attached Sample Contract. Any proposal that is received conditioned on Coos County's acceptance of any other terms and conditions or rights to negotiate will be rejected as non-responsive. Any subsequent negotiated changes are subject to approval by Coos County.

RIGHT TO REJECT OR WITHDRAW PROPOSALS
The County reserves the right to waive minor informalities in the proposals. In addition, the County may reject any proposal not in compliance with all prescribed procedures and requirements, including the requirement to demonstrate the proposer’s responsibility under ORS § 279B.110. Sample Contract

Mosquito Control services Contract
Coos County Public Health Department
This Contract is entered into on the date last set forth below by and between Coos County, a political subdivision of the State of Oregon acting by and through its Board of Commissioners and hereinafter called "County" and ______________________, hereinafter called "Contractor", which parties do hereby agree as follows:

SECTION 1.

Scope of Work, Compensation, and Special Provisions 

The scope of the work, compensation, and special provisions are attached as Exhibit A and incorporated into this Contract herein.

SECTION 2.

Statutory Provisions 
Statutory Provisions are attached as Exhibit B and incorporated into this Contract herein.

SECTION 3.

Notice 
A. The designated Coos County representative for administration of this Contract is Florence Pourtal-Stevens, Public Health Administrator, Coos County Public Health Department, 250 N. Baxter St., Coquille, OR 97423, fpourtal-stevens@co.coos.or.us.

B. The designated Contractor representative for administration of this Contract is ________________________.
C. Either party may change its designated representative at any time by providing written notice to the other party.

D. Unless specifically provided otherwise, any notice under this Contract must be in writing and is effective either upon receipt by the party to be notified or five (5) calendar days after it is sent via first class mail.

SECTION 4.

All Costs by CONTRACTOR 
Contractor shall, at its own risk and expense, perform the work described and, unless otherwise specified, furnish all labor, equipment, materials and permits required for the proper performance of such work. The risk of loss for such work shall not shift to County until written acceptance of the work by County.


SECTION 5.

Qualified Work 
Contractor has represented, and by entering into this Contract, now represents, that all personnel assigned to the work required under this Contract are fully qualified to perform the work to which they will be assigned in a skilled and workmanlike manner and, if required to be registered, licensed or bonded by the State of Oregon, Contractor and its personnel are so registered, licensed, and bonded.

SECTION 6.

Warranty 
Contractor warrants to County that all materials and equipment furnished pursuant to this Contract will be new unless otherwise specified. All work will be of good quality and free from any defect and in conformance with this Contract. Work not conforming to contract specifications will be considered defective.

SECTION 7.

Ownership of Documents 
All documents prepared by Contractor pursuant to this Contract will be the property of County.

SECTION 8.

Indemnification 
Contractor hereby agrees to defend, indemnify, and save harmless Coos County and its employees against any and all loss, damage, liability, claims, demands, or costs resulting from injury or harm to persons or property (including, without limitation, Contractor’s employees or property) to the extent arising out of or in any way connected with Contractor’s negligent performance hereof. Contractor’s activities will be deemed to include those of subcontractors, agents, employees, and assigns. This Section 8 will survive the termination, expiration, or revocation of this Contract, regardless of cause.
SECTION 9.

Time is of the Essence
 

Contractor agrees that time is of the essence under this Contract. 
SECTION 10.

Insurance 
A. Contractor shall not commence work under this Contract until it has furnished County with satisfactory proof of the coverage of insurance as specified below:

1. Workers’ compensation coverage as required by law with a Waiver of Subrogation in favor of County and to include employer’s liability with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence; or, alternatively, Contractor shall provide documentation establishing that Contractor is exempt from workers’ compensation coverage pursuant to ORS Chapter 656.

2. General commercial liability coverage for damages as a result of death or bodily injury (including personal injury) to any person’s destruction or damage to any property with limits of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 policy aggregate. Such coverage shall include, but is not limited to, the following: commercial general liability coverage, products liability including completed operations, premises operations including X (explosion), C (collapse), U (underground), broad form property damage including fire fighting expense which is also known as “loggers’ broad form,” personal injury. All coverage shall be on an occurrence basis and not on a claim made basis.

3. Automobile liability insurance as a result of death or bodily injury to any persons, or destruction of or damage to any property arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of any owned, non-owned or hired motor vehicle with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. All coverage shall be on an occurrence basis and not on a claim made basis.
4.  Pollution liability coverage for CONTRACTOR’s use of pesticides under this contract, including, but not limited to, handling and disposal of all pesticides. 
5. Excess/Umbrella Liability coverage as follows:

a. An excess/umbrella liability policy is not required, but may be used in conjunction with a general commercial liability policy to satisfy the primary insurance limit requirements.
b. All excess/umbrella liability coverage shall be on an occurrence basis and not on a claim made basis.

B. The following inclusions to Contractor’s certificate of insurance shall be made:

1. Waiver of transfer of rights of recovery against others to County. The preferred form is “CG 2404 05/09.”

2. It is agreed that this insurance is primary to and non-contributory with any insurance maintained by Coos County.

3. The general liability coverage, pollution liability coverage, and automobile liability shall include endorsements for additional insured, naming “Coos County, its elected officials, employees, agents, and volunteers” as an additional insured. The additional insured endorsement shall be attached to the certificate of insurance.
4. The additional insured shall contain a severability of interest provision in favor of Coos County and a Waiver of Subrogation in favor of Coos County.

5. All required coverage shall be written with companies that have at least an AmBest rating of B+ VII.

6. The insurance shall provide a thirty (30) day notice of cancellation or material change.

SECTION 11.

Independent Contractor Status 
Contractor is an independent contractor and not an officer, employee, or agent of County. Contractor has the complete responsibility and sole risk for the performance of this Contract. 

SECTION 12.

Assignment and Subcontracts 
Contractor must not assign this Contract or subcontract any portion of the work without the written consent of County. Any attempted assignment or subcontract without written consent of County will be void. Contractor will be fully responsible for the acts or omissions of any assigns or subcontractors and of all persons employed by them, and the approval by County of any assignment or subcontract will not create any contractual relation between the assignee or subcontractor and County.

SECTION 13.

Integration and Waiver 
This Contract and attached exhibits constitute the entire agreement between the parties on the subject matter hereof. There are no understandings, agreements, or representations, oral or written, not specified herein regarding this Contract. No waiver, consent, modification, or change of terms of this Contract will bind either party unless in writing and signed by both parties. Such waiver, consent, modification, or change, if made, will be effective only in the specific instance and for the specific purpose given. The failure of County to enforce any provision of this Contract will not constitute a waiver by County of that or any other provision. 

SECTION 14.

Termination 
A. This Contract may be terminated at any time by mutual written consent of the parties.

B. County may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, effective immediately upon written notice to Contractor, or at such later date as County may establish in such notice, upon the occurrence of any of the following events:


1. County fails to receive funding, or appropriations, limitations, or other expenditure authority at levels sufficient to pay for Contractor’s work;


2. Federal or state laws, regulations, or guidelines are modified or interpreted in such a way that either the work under this Contract is prohibited or County is prohibited from paying for such work from the planned funding source;


3. Contractor no longer holds any license or certificate that is required to perform the work, or any license or certificate required by statute, rule, regulation or other law to be held by the Contractor to provide the services required by this Contract is for any reason denied, revoked, suspended, not renewed, or changed in such a way that Contractor no longer meets requirements for such license or certificate; or


4. Contractor commits any material breach or default of any covenant, warranty, obligation, or agreement under this Contract, fails to perform the work under this Contract within the time specified herein or any extension thereof, or so fails to pursue the work as to endanger Contractor’s performance under this Contract in accordance with its terms, and such breach, default, or failure is not cured within ten business days after County’s written notice, or such longer period of cure as County may specify in such notice.

C. Upon receiving a notice of termination of this Contract, Contractor shall immediately cease all activities under this Contract, unless County expressly directs otherwise in such notice of termination. 
D. Upon termination of this Contract for any reason, Contractor shall deliver to County all documents, information, works‑in‑progress, and other property that are or would be deliverables had the Contract been completed. 
E. Expiration or termination of this Contract will not extinguish or prejudice County’s right to enforce this Contract with respect to any breach of a Contractor warranty, any default or defect in Contractor performance that has not been cured, or the indemnification provisions of this Contract.

SECTION 15.

CHOICE OF LAW

This Contract will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Oregon without regard to principles of conflicts of law.
SECTION 16.

FORUM

If either party brings against the other party any proceeding arising out of or in relation to this Contract, that party may bring that proceeding only in Coos County Circuit Court or, only if there is no Oregon state court jurisdiction, the United States District Court for the District of Oregon, and each party hereby submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of those courts for purposes of any such proceeding.

SECTION 17.

BINDING EFFECT
All of the covenants, conditions, and provisions of this Contract will inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns. County and Contractor are duly authorized and empowered to enter into this Contract and the persons executing this Contract on behalf of County and Contractor warrant themselves to be duly authorized to bind County and Contractor, respectively, hereto.
SECTION 18.

INVALIDITY OF A PARTICULAR PROVISION
If any term or provision of this Contract, or the application of such term or provision to any person or circumstance, to any extent, is invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Contract, or the application of such term or provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is invalid or unenforceable, will not be affected and each term and provision of this Contract will be valid and be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.

Scope of Services, Compensation, and Special Provisions
Mosquito Control services Contract
Coos County Public Health Department
SECTION 1.

Scope of Work
Provided that County is successful in obtaining a special use permit from USFW and approval by the Bandon Marsh National Wildlife Refuge Manager, Contractor shall perform all work necessary to complete the project in accordance with the specifications herein, including such incidentals as may be necessary to meet applicable agency requirements. All work must be completed in accordance with County requirements and is subject to inspection and acceptance by County. Contractor shall provide all necessary equipment, except as specified otherwise herein, and manpower to complete the required work in a safe manner.  County bears no liability for losses by Contractor in the event that the permit is not issued or the Bandon Marsh National Wildlife Refuge Manager does not grant approval. 

Coos County will:

1. Attempt to obtain a special use permit from USFWS and approval by the Oregon Coast National Wildlife Refuge Complex Project Leader.

2. Provide access to any necessary work areas.
3. Initiate control activities when thresholds have been met.

4. Determine time of applications, locations of applications, products and methods to be used, in consultation with Contractor.

Contractor will:
1. Control mosquito populations at larval stage on approximately thirty eight (38) acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon. These thirty eight (38) acres are not contiguous and are spread out over approximately four-hundred eighteen (418) acres.
2. Control mosquito populations at larval stages on additional acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon, as may be specified by County.
3. Coordinate applications with County.
4. Apply control methods to target areas as specified by County. Control applications will happen on sites where mosquito larvae abundance meets or exceeds the threshold level of 1 larvae / 10 dips. Application of Bti will be done primarily by hand or hand-held sprayer.
5. Make applications by foot or by amphibious vehicle (such as a tracked Argo), at the discretion of the contractor. If amphibious vehicles are to be used, such use must be approved by and coordinated with USFWS. Contractor may provide and operate its own amphibious vehicle(s). Additionally, USFWS has one amphibious vehicle which may be available for use for this project, at the determination of USFWS; if used, said vehicle will be operated by USFWS staff.
6. Acknowledge and respond to application requests by County within twenty-four (24) hours of each request.

7. Provide post-application reports to County within seven (7) calendar days of each application.  Post-application reports shall include date of application, GPS coordinates for each location of application, trade name of product used, method of application, and amount of product applied.
8. Procure and apply all Bti products (liquid or pellet, trade names VectoBac G, VectoBac 12AS, Aquabac XT, AquaBac (200G), and FourStar Bti CRG) as specified by County.
9. Conduct mosquito monitoring activities in cooperation with County and USFWS, if requested by County, on the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein, within 48 hours of such requests. Monitoring activities may include, but are not limited to, dipping for larvae or adult trapping, and speciating, counting, and reporting findings on a daily basis. Monitoring of larvae will use the standard dip technique. Adult mosquitoes will be sampled using standardized trapping techniques. 

10. Conduct such mosquito monitoring activities on additional acres of marsh and tidal influence in Coos County, Oregon, as may be specified by County.

11. Comply with Coos County’s Mosquito Management Plan prepared on April 21, 2014 (provided with the Request for Proposals packet).
12. Obtain and maintain all necessary application licenses and permits for the duration of Contract except as specifically provided herein.
13. Minimize disturbance and impacts to wildlife, fish and habitats.

14. Comply with the terms of the Special Use Permit and all other applicable permits, laws, and regulations.
15. Maintain records and submit a final comprehensive report to County by November 25, 2015, which includes products applied (including trade names), dates of applications, locations of applications, methods of application, and amounts of product applied.
Section 2.

START Date AND TERM OF CONTRACT 

Work under this Contract must commence no later than April 6, 2015 or as soon thereafter as the Special Use Permit is issued by the Bandon Marsh National Wildlife Refuge and, with the exception of the preparation and submission of the final comprehensive report and as otherwise provided herein, will terminate on October 31, 2015, unless earlier extended or terminated.  No mosquito control services may be performed under this Contract until the Special Use Permit has been issued. County reserves the right to request additional mosquito control services after October 31, 2015.  Any such additional services provided by Contractor shall be paid at a cost mutually agreed upon by County and Contractor and separate from the lump sum payment.   
SECTION 3.

Compensation 

County shall pay the contractor for all work performed on the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein, including costs and expenses, a lump sum in the amount of __________, upon completion of the project.  County shall pay Contractor an hourly rate in the amount of ___________ for monitoring activities performed at the request of County on additional acres beyond the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein.  County shall also pay the contractor a per acre rate in the amount of __________________ for mosquito control applications on additional acres beyond the thirty eight (38) acres referenced herein. Full payment shall be considered as written acceptance of the work.  County reserves the right to require lien waivers from all subcontractors or other persons supplying labor or materials to Contractor.  Contractor must submit a completed W-9 form to Coos County Human Resources Department, 250 N. Baxter St., Coquille, OR 97423, fax (541) 396-1018, e-mail humanresources@co.coos.or.us, prior to receiving any payment under this Contract.

Statutory Provisions

Mosquito Control services contract
Coos County Public Health Department
SECTION 1.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

Notwithstanding any other provisions in this Contract, Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, Oregon Tax, county and municipal laws, regulations, and standards in performing work under this Contract.

SECTION 2.

GENERAL PROVISIONS
As provided by ORS 279B.220, Contractor shall:

A. Make payment promptly, as due, to all persons supplying to Contractor labor or material for the performance of the work provided for in this Contract.

B. Pay all contributions or amounts due the Industrial Accident Fund from Contractor or subcontractor incurred in the performance of this Contract.

C. Not permit any lien or claim to be filed or prosecuted against County on account of any labor or material furnished.

D. Pay to the Department of Revenue all sums withheld from employees under ORS 316.167.

E. Remit to the County all required documentation for Federal and State tax purposes including but not limited to a recent W-9 form.  

SECTION 3.

HOURS OF EMPLOYMENT
A. As provided by ORS 279B.235, a person may not be employed for more than ten (10) hours in any one day, or forty (40) hours in any one week, except in cases of necessity, emergency, or when the public policy absolutely requires it, and in such cases, except in cases of contracts for personal services designated under ORS 279A.055, the employee shall be paid at least time and a half pay:


1. For all overtime in excess of eight (8) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week when the work week is five (5) consecutive days, Monday through Friday; or


2. For all overtime in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week when the work week is four (4) consecutive days, Monday through Friday; and


3. For all work performed on Saturday and on any legal holiday specified in ORS 279B.020.

B. An employer must give notice in writing to employees who work on a public contract, either at the time of hire or before commencement of work on the contract, or by posting a notice in a location frequented by employees, of the number of hours per day and days per week that the employees may be required to work.

C. In the case of a contract for personal services as described in ORS 279A.055, persons employed under the contract shall receive at least time and a half pay for work performed on the legal holidays specified in a collective bargaining agreement or in ORS 279B.020 (1)(b)(B) to (G) and for all time worked in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day or in excess of forty (40) hours in any one week, whichever is greater. 

D. In the case of a contract for services at a county fair or for other events authorized by a county fair board, employees must be paid at least time and a half for work in excess of ten (10) hours in any one day or forty (40) hours in any one week.

SECTION 4.

MEDICAL PAYMENTS
As provided by ORS 279B.230, Contractor shall promptly, as due, make payment to any person, co-partnership, association, or corporation furnishing medical, surgical, and hospital care services or other needed care and attention, incident to sickness or injury, to the employees of Contractor, of all sums that Contractor agrees to pay for the services and all moneys and sums that Contractor collected or deducted from the wages of employees under any law, contract, or agreement for the purpose of providing or paying for the services.  It is a condition of this Contract that all employers working under this Contract are either subject employers that will comply with ORS 656.017 or employers that are exempt under ORS 656.126.

SECTION 5.

DISCRIMINATION 

A. As provided by ORS 279A.110, Contractor may not discriminate against a subcontractor in the awarding of a subcontract because the subcontractor is a minority, women, or an emerging small business enterprise certified under ORS 200.055 or a business enterprise that is owned or controlled by or that employs a disabled veteran, as defined in ORS 408.225.

B. If CONTRACTOR violates (A), County may regard the violation as a breach of contract that permits:


1. Termination of this Contract; or


2. County may exercise any remedies for breach of contract that are reserved in this Contract.
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
